Problem

The new School of Dentistry and Health Sciences at
Charles Sturt University in Wagga Wagga, NSW is set
in a rural environment. The major design consideration
for the architect, Brewster Hjorth & Associates, was to
have the completed structure blend into this rural envi-
ronment.

The finished quality of the gabions was of paramount
importance to the designers for creating an aesthetically
pleasing finish which was a continuation of the sur-
rounding rural environment.

Solution

The use of Maccaferri double twist mesh gabions MIEBERIEITY (PRl TS Wosh Eetaton g

(Galfan + PVC Coated) allowed the architects to give
the building the natural feeling of the surrounding
area. Using a basalt type of rock sourced from a local
quarry as the gabion infill material supported the de-
sign requirement of visually merging the building
structure with the natural environment.

The natural finish, with clean details that Maccaferri
double twist mesh gabions produced assisted with
producing this architectural project.

A sample gabion was constructed by Earthtec Con-
structions P/L as a benchmark for further gabion con-
struction on this project. The uncompromising atten-
tion to detail of the architect and contractor resulted in
a high quality production of gabions for this project.
